Lucy and
Carrie have become both sides of the same James Bond super-villian, complete with gadgets, cars,
helicopters and planes, endless government conspiracies, and limitless money. Jeez, enough! What

happened to random murders, new psychos, and autopsies? Cornwell has made the huge mistake



of changing her main characters until they are no longer sympathetic, believable, or interesting. And
